Ancient Worlds Enrichment Program and Field Trip 
June 7, 9, 10, 11, 14, 15 – On Campus 



Field Trip June 17th and 18th 
During the dates listed about, the 6th grade students at Calle Mayor will have both an on campus 
and field trip experience with the Ancient World, thanks to the Los Angeles County Museum of Art 
(LACMA). 
 
LACMA's traveling studio and classroom is dedicated to teaching sixth-grade students in Los 
Angeles County public schools about art of the ancient world. The program focuses on Egypt and 
sub-Saharan Africa, examining the beliefs of early cultures. Students explore beliefs about 
ancestors and an afterlife as they are manifested in works of art. 
 
In addition to the traveling classroom experience, the students will also be visiting the Art 
Museum on June 17th and 18th.
