» School Boards have to set up and maintain organizational structure for the district

» School Boards are responsible for hiring and evaluating a superintendent, evaluating and
adopting policies that affect all schools in the district,

School Boards serve as a judicial and appeals body when conflicts go unresolved,

School Boards are responsible for monitoring and adjusting district finances,

School Boards are responsible for managing the collective bargaining process in the district.

School Boards set fiscal, personnel, instructional, and student-related policies.

School Boards provide direction for the district, hires and fires the district superintendent, and
approves the budget and contracts with employee unions.

This election is for three seats on the Board of Education. This can completely change the
direction of the board, which could affect our children in very real ways.
