Honor Roll Awards, Thursday, December 3"

What are the Honor Roll Requirements?

A minimum 3.50 grade point average (GPA) based on the achievement grade is required for
Honor Roll membership. Grade point averages are not rounded off (a 3.49 is not rounded off to a
3.50.) All grades must be "A," "B," or "C." All classes, including those taken at South High
School, are used to determine eligibility.

All citizenship grades must be "E" or "S." Any student who earns a GPA of 3.5 or

higher, but has a "U" or "N" on his report card is not eligible for the Honor Roll.

They will be
recognized on Thursday and their names will be published in the upcoming Bulldog Barker
Quarterly Newletter to be emailed and available to print from our Calle PTSA website sometime in
January.

Parent Connect Information UPDATE — A TUSD Provided Service

e All new students should have received their PIN and Password mailing. Thank
you for your patience.

* If you are having difficulty accessing your account, please remember that your PIN
and Password are “Case Sensitive”. Please type in exactly what is provided in
your letter. If you are still having difficulties, then contact Lona Guizar at
LGuizar@tusd.org or (310) 533-4548 with any questions.

* Each FAMILY is assigned a PIN and Password for all students in that family. So if
your student has an older sibling, either at South High or at Calle, the PIN and
Password will be the same for all siblings in a family. Once you log in, you will be
allowed to select which student’s Parent Connect record you would like to view.

* Just areminder — Parent Connect is for Parents ONLY. If a student wants to check
on their missing assignments, etc., they need to ask their parents to log in for
them.

Parent Connect is an opportunity for parents and students to check their progress in each of their
classes online. Parent Connect is part of a larger online system that Torrance schools are now
using to help keep track of vital student records. This program allows parents to have “read-only”
access to this information.

* Parent Helps — Printable School Note. As a parent, ever wonder what to write on a return
to school note for your child? What if you need to pick up your child early? Or if your
child is tardy? What about if your child will be picked up by someone else? Attached is a
fill in the blank template that you can use to handle all of these situations. Please make
sure to send your student with a note, since a student will receive detention if a signed
parent note is not provided within 24 hours of a student’s absence.

Ask the eYapper:

Sick Student? How Do | Get the Assignments and Homework?

With the record number of students absent so far this year, and with our past track record of
having the highest attendance in the whole Torrance School system, many Calle parents have
not had to deal with how to get assignments and homework at the Middle School.

Please note - ....you are not at Elementary School anymore.......

At the beginning of the school year, your student should find a Homework Buddy — this would be
someone that they know or get to know. They should have this person’s phone number.

Absent one (1) day. If your child is absent for one day they should call their Homework Buddy for
the class assignments and homework. The Buddy needs to notice and be aware that the other
person is absent, and collect the assignment information, handouts and homework.




Absent two (2) consecutive days. If your child has missed one day of school and is staying home
for another day — what you need to do is to call the office BEFORE 10 a.m. on the second day
and speak to the school secretary, Barbara Hayden (310) 533-4548 extension “0” (Zero). Explain
that your child is sick for their second day and request their homework and assignments. Barbara
will contact the teachers and make every effort to gather the work needed. Please do not contact
the teacher directly for the homework and assignments. All requests are to go through the Calle
office. A packet of work will be available to pick up in the Calle office AFTER 3 p.m. on the
second day. Itis recommended that you call to confirm that the packet is available to pick up,
before driving over to the school.

Dear Calle Mayor Parents,

The purpose of this letter is to inform you of our new Math Club, an after-school program being
offered to Calle Mayor students, which provides another opportunity for your student to learn the
essential skills necessary to operate at their appropriate grade-level.
