A decade which, when 
ended, will see most of our 
current eighth grade      
students graduating or  
having already graduated 
from college, and a decade 
that will usher in new and 
exciting times for us all.  

Much has transpired since 
our last newsletter. We 
have welcomed new teach-
ers into the Calle Mayor 
teaching staff and have 
fondly said farewell to   
others. We have also     
welcomed a new group of 
outstanding sixth grade 
students, and have watched 
as last yearôs sixth and   
seventh grade students 
have grown and matured. 
Calle Mayor stands alone 
as the top performing   
middle school in TUSD, 
due to the rigor and rele-
vance that our teachers are 
bringing into the class-
room, and the hard work 
of our student body.     
This school year will be   
no different.  As our     
students continue to labor 
towards mastery of content 

standards, their labor is  
not in vain. Fifty-six per-
cent of our student body 
qualified for our honor 
roll, achieving a grade 
point average of 3.5 or  
better. This far exceeds the 
highest number of honor 
roll students in recent 
years. Congratulations! 

In order to create an     
environment in which all 
of our students succeed, we 
have developed learning 
opportunities for all of our 
students. Academic and 
athletic after-school clubs, 
GATE study trip, science 
ñCommunity Serviceò and 
competitive learning     
projects, Study Skills and 
English Language Develop-
ment classes are just an 
example of numerous    
opportunities that are   
available for our students 
outside of the school day. 
The many conversations I 
have with parents and 
teachers each week confirm 
to me that Calle Mayor, 
partnering with our parents 
and community, is indeed 
doing a wonderful job to 
educate the ñwhole child.ò 
Our drive towards rigorous 
academia, combined with 
having students more   
community and globally- 
minded, is clearly the best 
approach.

It is no easy 
task, but our site commit-
tee is moving forward with 
commitment and intent. 

This year has brought   
with it the opportunity for 
our school to continue to 
grow as the needs of our 
students grow. Most of our 
students continue to, with-
out doubt, display many of 
the characteristics that not 
only make them successful 
individuals, but also make 
Calle a safe and desirable 
environment in which to 
learn. Together each 
teacher, leadership team 
and staff member is dili-
gently working to educate 
the ñwhole childò and ñre-
inventò how we perceive 
our role in this process.  

Thank you to Lisa Snowiss, 
Calle Mayorôs PTSA Presi-
dent, every member of our 
PTSA Board and every  
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parent volunteer who has 
labored on behalf of our 
school. Their continued 
efforts are greatly appreci-
ated. We are truly blessed 
to have them as part of the 
Calle family. Thank you 
also to our teaching and 
support staff, as they shape 
the minds of our student 
body. It is no easy task to 
provide engaging lessons, 
direction and support for 
each of the young minds 
that occupy the seats of 
their classrooms. Thank 
you, ALL of our parents, 
for your continued support 
of our teaching staff, which 
labors to educate the     
students who attend Calle 
Mayor.

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Dear Parents and          
Community Members, 

Welcome back! I hope   
everyone enjoyed their   
vacation and had a fun  
holiday season. Every year 
TUSD employees at the 
school sites and in the   
District offices combine 
their resources to help 
needy families in our    
community celebrate the 
holidays. The donations 
they collect are used to buy 
gifts and supplies for the 
children and provide provi-
sions to their families for 
holiday meals. Every year I 
am amazed at the generosity 
and compassion of the   
special people who work for 
our District. They consis-
tently work to better the 
lives of those living in our 
community. Thank you for 
your efforts during the  
holidays and all year long! 

As we enter the new year, 
Californiaôs economic   
challenges remain dire.  
The State is dealing with    
a $6.3 billion budget gap 
for the current year. In the 
last two years TUSD has 
been forced to lay off 258 
positions, which includes 
160 certificated teaching 
positions. This translates   
to the loss of 12% of our 
certificated staff, yet the 
number of students we 
serve stays approximately 
the same. Class size has  

increased at every grade 
level. The average high 
school classroom now 
serves over 38 students.  
The District was forced to 
eliminate summer school, 
except for students who 
needed assistance with    
the California high school 
exit exam (CAHSEE). 
Counselors were eliminated 
at both the middle and 
high schools and almost all 
Tier 3 programs were   
negatively impacted, either 
significantly reduced in 
funding or completely 
eliminated. Some of the 
impacted programs include 
deferred maintenance, 
GATE, instructional      
materials, and the Arts    
and Music Block Grant 
program. 

TUSD is committed to  
providing exceptional    
education to Torrance   
students. However, this  
task becomes increasingly 
challenging as the stateôs 
fiscal instability adversely 
affects the classroom. The 
state of California has some 
of the nationôs highest   
academic standards and 
expectations, yet is the   
lowest in funding per     
student. The Governor and 
state legislators cannot   
continue to deplete our 
resources and continue to 
have the same expectations. 

I will continue to provide 

updates to the community 
and voice our concerns to 
our state representatives. I 
urge parents, teachers,   
classified employees, and 
community members to 
also communicate with our 
legislators. We must collec-
tively send the message that 
the state cannot close the 
budget deficit gap at the 
expense of our studentsô 
educational futures.

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Calle Mayor students are 
always near the top when 
they go out into the com-
munity and compete.  This 
year, the MATHCOUNTS 
club competed in an online 
challenge with 1,328 other 
schools.  Calle Mayor 
placed eighth.  Students 
logged onto a website from 
home or school and had 
two ways of earning points.  
They could complete set 
lessons or go head-to-head 
against other students from 
around the United States.  
The only way to win was to 
use both methods of earn-
ing points.  We had three 
students recognized for plac-
ing in the TOP 100 STU-
DENTS category out of the 
68,578 students that partici-
pated: Yen Shuo Su (28th 
Place), Trent Ogaz (32nd 
Place), and Eric Xu (76th 
Place). 

While MATHCOUNTS 
has been around for more 
than 25 years, the MATH-
COUNTS Club Program 
was started in 2007.  There 
are three levels a club can 
achieve: Bronze, Silver, and 
Gold.  Calle Mayor is the 
only school in Torrance 
that has achieved Gold 
Level status both years of 
the programôs existence.  
Silver Level status is only 
based upon the number of 
students who actively par-
ticipate in the monthly chal-
lenges, so the club is always 

whether Calle will go to 
State.  We never know who 
has an aptitude for the types 
of problems MATH-
COUNTS is asking in any 
given year.  Who will make 
up this yearôs team? 

MATHCOUNTS has a 
coaching aspect to their 
program.  Mr. Gerson has 
redesigned this concept to 
use technologies available to 
Torrance Unified students.  
There is a Calle Mayor 
MATHCOUNTS page on 
etusd.org.  Any student can 
complete the coaching ma-
terials from home.  Each 
stretch, warm-up, and work-
out can be printed.  Then, 
the student can enter his or 
her answers into the com-
puter and see which are 
correct.  After checking an-
swers, the student can re-
work incorrect problems 
and try again to get 100%.

MATHCOUNTS started as 
a competition for middle 
schools.  The Competition 
Program is alive and well.  
The first stage is the School 
Competition.  Any Calle 
student can choose to par-
ticipate in the competition 
whether in the club or not.  
Our School Competition 
occurred on January 13, 
2010 in the cafeteria during 
5th and 6th period.  The win-
ners will be recognized with 
medals and certificates at a 
Spring PTSA meeting.  Stu-
dents are then chosen to 
represent us in the Chapter 
Competition.  Calle Mayor 
participates in the largest 
and most competitive chap-
ter in California called the 
South Bay/Santa Monica 
Chapter.  Winners of Chap-
ter Competition advance to 
State Competition.  Mr. 
Gerson took a team all the 
way to State Competition 
for the first time in Calle 
Mayor history in 2007.  In 
2008, the team just missed 
making it, but one Calle 
Mayor student, Eric Hsieh, 
scored high enough to ad-
vance to State Competition.  
We have high hopes for this 
yearôs students, but it is   
always the fourth slot on  
the team that determines
