Dear Calle Mayor Parents,

As we transition from the end of the
3" Quarter, one can only wonder
how the time has gone by so fast. If
the last 30 weeks are any indication
of how quickly things progress, |
suspect the next 10 weeks will
appear to move at light speed.

I am pleased to announce that
approximately 450 students (over
55% of our student body) have
achieved a GPA (Grade Point Aver-
age) of 3.5 or higher through the
end of Semester 1 and are currently
on Honor Roll. I expect Quarter 3
results will be just as spectacular.
This is a tremendous accomplish-
ment and each of these students
should be proud of their hard work!
My hope is that all students have
successfully navigated through the
rigor of the school year and will con-
tinue to remain focused during our
final quarter. It is said the race
doesn’t go to the swift or the strong,
but to the one who endures to the
end!

With the 4™ Quarter comes our
State Standardized testing. STAR
testing will be Wednesday, May 19
through Friday, May 21. Because we
are only testing for three short days,
we are shooting for 100% atten-
dance each day. As many are aware,
schools are often critiqued based on
their Academic Performance Index
(API), a score that is based primarily

on the results of the STAR test.
Currently, Calle Mayor stands alone
above all others as the highest per-
forming TUSD Middle School. This
is a result of the incredible dedica-
tion of both students and teachers
to perform their best throughout the
course of the school year. Let’s com-
mit ourselves to maintaining our
place as the top middle school in
TUSD.

The purpose of having our testing
completed in three days is to give
our students the opportunity to stay
focused and apply all of the knowl-
edge they have accumulated over the
previous 35 weeks. It is vital that our
students are not only prepared, but
also come to school ready to per-
form at their best for these three
days. Both teachers and students
have spent countless hours engaging
content area material in order to
continue to build their knowledge
base via content mastery, to improve
their problem-solving skills and to
increase their conceptualization
abilities, i.e., learn to apply their
knowledge in a variety of situations
and scenarios. So please, partner
with us to continue the great reputa-
tion that Calle Mayor holds in the
community, through a strong show-
ing this testing season.

Finally, much attention has been
devoted to the current State and
TUSD budgets as they relate to
schools and students as of late.
Having the biggest impact on our
campus and classrooms for next year
is an increase in class size from 1
teacher for every 32 students to 1
teacher for every 34 students. This
increase translates to an average of

roughly 40 to 42 students per class.
These numbers are for the upcoming
2010-2011 school year. While this news
is not very promising, we need to posi-
tion ourselves for the ensuing changes.

For the sake of our children, we must
weather the storm and continue to pro-
vide a loving, nurturing and caring envi-
ronment at home for which they can
learn. WE at Calle, promise a safe and
supportive environment by which ALL
of our students can learn academically,
kinesthetically, linguistically, and
socially. Thank you for the opportunity
to partner together and make Calle
Mayor Middle School an excellent place
for ALL to learn.

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Dear Parents and
Community Members,

Once again, our power-
house academic decathlon
teams received many acco-
lades in the L.A. County
competition, with West
High School as the lead
contender in first place,
putting them on their way
to the state competition.

In addition to the team
coming out on top, two of
the three highest individual
scores went to West High
students - Jordan Smolinsky
and Patrick Xiao. Addition-
ally, South and Torrance
High will be joining West
in the state competition.

I am so proud of our
students’ consistent hard
work and dedication. They
represent the best of
Torrance Unified.

Academic decathlon is just
one example of the numer-
ous programs in which
Torrance students have the
opportunity to participate
and excel. These programs
are possible because of the
collection of extraordinary
and passionate educators,
classified staff, and adminis-
trators who work in our
District. However, the
on-going economic crisis in
our state now threatens to
destroy our ability to pre-
serve our high education
standards. School districts
receive forty percent of the

state’s budget, yet sixty
percent of the cuts made by
the state have been to
education. The state has
fiscally crippled us, but has
not taken away a single
mandate. TUSD has
already been forced to cut
$35 million over the last
two years and is now look-
ing at another $24 million
over the next two years.
These are unprecedented
cuts, the likes of which I
have never experienced in
my many years as a superin-
tendent and educator.

I, along with the Board of
Education am frustrated —
we are more than frus-
trated, we are angry. We
are angry that our collective
voices against these
devastating cuts have fallen
on the deaf ears of the
Governor and Legislature.
As they continue to play
their political games in
Sacramento, our students
continue to endure larger
class sizes, loss of programs,
and services, and fewer
opportunities to excel. Our
valuable teachers and classi-
fied employees continue to
be subjected to uncertainty
and layoffs.

I have consistently urged
parents, teachers, classified
employees, and community
members to call, write, and
email their concerns to our
state legislative leaders,
reminding them of their

responsibility to govern our
state in the best interest of
the citizens of California,
and not their political
agenda.

As we move forward in the
budgetary process, I will
continue to provide the
TUSD employees and
community members with
updates. Please sign-up for
our e-blast so that you can
stay informed on the
imperative issues facing our
District and our students.
